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Year-End Review of the English Subject Plan 2018-19

Major Concerns:

We maximize the effectiveness of learning and teaching for addressing various
learning needs of our students.

We instill in students positive values as their personal growth education is of our great
concern.

Focusing Programmes:

1. Developing Assessment Literacy among Teachers and Students:

Targets:

a.

To extend formative assessment from ‘“‘assessment for learning” to “assessment as
learning”.

To engage students in reflecting and monitoring their progress of learning.

To maximize the effectiveness of learning and teaching for addressing various learning
needs of our students.

Implementation:

a.

Through greater use of criterion-referenced assessment in learning for both self and
peer assessment, such as oral presentation, group discussion, collaborative work and
process writing task.

When doing well-designed learning tasks and activities, students were encouraged to
evaluate their own performance based on the specific performance criteria against the
learning goals and planning for the next step in learning.

Review/Evaluation:

a.

Task-based Learning

Students were required to do two task-based learnings in each term. Self and peer
assessments were the essential parts of each task-based learning. Through greater use
of criterion-referenced assessment in group presentation and individual writing task,
teachers were pleased to find that students could understand what they were learning,
what they had attained, and what was expected of them.

As reflected by English subject teachers, our design of TBL had successfully integrated
assessment into learning and teaching. The relevant assessment tasks had provided
teachers with evidence of students’ learning so that timely feedback could be made and
teaching strategies could be further refined. To our delight, it was found that students
gradually take ownership and responsibility for their own learning.
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b. Classroom Activities

From teachers’ observation, students were able to assess their peers by using the
assessment criteria checklists against the learning goals particularly in respect of role
play activities, poem reading and group presentation.

However, there is still room for their improvement. To further equip students with
the lifelong learning abilities, they should be encouraged to do refinement after
identifying their own weaknesses. Teachers need to get students engaged in
improving themselves after self or peer assessment, which should not be only
restricted to the “diagnosis™ process.

2. Promoting Reading Across the Curriculum (RaC) and STEM Activities

Targets:

a.

To invite students to read a wide range of materials with different subject content and
text types to facilitate the development of a culture of “reading to learn” and “Reading
across the Curriculum” (RaC).

To strengthen students’ ability to integrate and apply knowledge and skills, and to
nurture students’ creativity, collaboration skills and problem solving skills.

Implementation:

a.

Corresponding with STEM education or other KLAs subjects, a module for each
Primary 3 and 4 class level was chosen for promoting RaC and STEM education.
While launching RaC learning activities for those English subject modules, we
promoted STEM education through broadening students’ knowledge base and
providing them with opportunities for integrating and applying knowledge and skills
developed in different KLASs/subjects.

Review/Evaluation:
Primary 3 STEM Activity — Domestic Robot
Primary 4 STEM Activity — An Eco-friendly Mosquito Trap

From teachers’ observation, the above activities on 28" January and 29" January
respectively were successful to facilitate “Reading across the Curriculum” (RaC).
Based on the specific themes, students were exposed to the non-fiction text types,
such as news articles, informational texts and advertisements.

Moreover, the STEM activities achieved the aim of strengthening students’ ability to
integrate and apply knowledge and skills. The STEM workshop for primary 3
students enabled them to understand which parts or what factors could determine the
mobility of the robot while the one for primary 4 students enabled them to apply the
chemical reactions of substances for a mosquito trap. Their group products, a
battery-operated domestic robot and an eco-friendly mosquito trap made on the
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STEM Day were apparent evidences to show how students gained and applied their
cross-curricular knowledge successfully from the STEM activities.

c. Furthermore, the activities helped students nurture their creativity, collaboration skills
and problem solving skills. From designing and planning, choosing suitable
substances to assembling their group products, many students came up with
innovative ideas. Though problems and arguments were unavoidable, valuable
opportunities were created for them to learn how to get along well with their
groupmates through respecting others’ opinions. From teachers’ observation as well
as students’ self evaluation form in their TBLs, their collaboration skills and problem
solving skills were enhanced greatly.

3. Making Effective Use of Lesson Time with the “Flipped Classroom” Strategy

Targets:

a. To promote self-directed learning.

b. To cater for the needs of students with different proficiency levels.

c. To facilitate effective use of lesson time by engaging students in activities that
generate quality interaction and/or require higher-order thinking skills.

Implementation:
Students were assigned to do e-learning tasks or lesson preparation tasks at home prior
to the lesson.

Review/Evaluation:

a. E-learning Task
As reflected from English subject teachers, an e-learning task was widely adopted as
a strategy of flipped classroom. Most of the TBLs were designed for different levels
included an e-learning task. For instance, “Cooking is Fun” for Primary 2 contained a
video link of cooking a pancake, “A Letter to a Penpal” for Primary 3 contained a
video link of two boys from Syria and Germany from UNICEF, “An Eco-friendly
Mosquito Trap” for primary 4 contained a video link of “Why do mosquitoes like me
more than anyone else”, “A News Report” for Primary 5 included a link to an
authentic news report on the radio, “Friendship” for Primary 6 included a video link
of two songs about friendship. From students’ feedback, most of them were greatly
motivated to do the e-learning tasks at home as the tasks connected students to the
real authentic world while using English.

All English teachers strongly agreed that the inclusion of above e-learning tasks
could promote self-directed learning prior to the lesson and most important of all
facilitate effective use of lesson time so that teachers could further extend the
learning goal to a higher level.

b. Google Classroom Task
From some English subject teachers’ feedback, they found Google classroom an
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effective platform to adopt flipped classroom strategy while catering for the needs of
students with different proficiency levels as well as generating quality
teacher-to-student and student-to-student interactions.

During long holidays such as Chinese New Year Holidays and Easter Holidays,
teachers distributed reading tasks of different levels to students of all grade levels
through google classroom platform. From the homework assigned on google
classroom platform, it was evident that we cared for the students’ learning diversity as
well as their individual needs.

Not only did we cater for learners’ diversity, but we also endeavored to create chances
of quality teacher-to-student and student-to-student interactions beyond the classroom.
For those topics where discussions and assessments took place, students were asked
to make an attempt on giving feedback and advice on the platform prior to the lesson.
They were even encouraged to give messages of compliments to their peers.
Therefore, by using flipped classroom strategy, quality lesson time has become a sort
of added value which ultimately can benefit teaching and learning.

Sustaining Programmes:

1. Cultivating Student’s Persistent Habit of Self-directed Learning:
l.a E-Learning Programmes for Home Study

Targets:

a. To cultivate students’ persistent habit of self-directed learning.
b. To motivate and empower students to learn at their own pace.
c. To cater for learning diversity.

Implementation:

a. A school-based progressive e-learning programme (EEGS), which is free of charge,
has been open for all students for years. It includes electronic reading texts, grammar
exercises and vocabulary exercises.

b. i-Learner Online Reading Programme:

It is a charged and optional online reading programme for students for the
self-learning purpose. There are a great variety of online reading text types and
exercises.

Review/Evaluation:

a. EEGS Programme
Referring to the data found, the most active participating classes in EEGS programme
in the whole school year were 1B, 2C, 3B, 4B, 5B and 6B in each primary. Students
from 5B were the most frequent users of the e-learning platform in our school. Based
on the data shown, it was found that students were generally able to learn at home
individually and independently according to their abilities (Appendix I1).

However, some classes were found quite passive doing the online programme.
Therefore, subject teachers of those classes have been informed to get them engaged
more actively.

I-Learner Online Reading Programme

According to the data found, 156 students subscribed to Reading i-Learner
Programme in the school year 2018-2019. As it is a charged and optional programme,
so the percentage of joining the programme is less than 40% out of the total number
of students. Yet, the students showed their active participation. It could be
reflected from the monthly awards given to each grade level, including the Most
Outstanding Award to top 3 students per grade level, the Greatest Improvement
Award to top 5 students and the Most Active Participation Class to top 3 classes.

The participation rate among the 156 students was 77%. On average, each student
read and listened to 43 articles and attempted about 420 questions to boost their
reading comprehension, listening, oral and writing skills (Appendix I11B).

Overall, we found that awards and compliments for pupils’ efforts on independent
reading practice could effectively cultivate pupils’ habit of self-directed learning at
home. In the meantime, learners’ diversity could be well catered. Over 90% of
teachers agreed that E-learning programme for home study helped students to
develop a persistent habit of self-learning and students could learn at their own pace.
Teachers could make full use of the platform for the benefits of our students
(Appendix I).

Students’ Reading Performances in TSA 2018

Referring to primary 3 students’ reading performance in TSA 2018, our students
achieved a very satisfactory result in the reading assessment. 88% of our students
reached the basic competency level compared to 78% of the territory-wide percentage.
The data showed the strengths of our students in reading skills, such as identifying
key words, reference skills and decoding skills. So far, the online reading
programmes strengthened our students’ reading skills while they are developing a
persistent habit of self-directed learning.

1.b Word Bank Dictionary P.1 — P.2

Targets:

a. To introduce children to dictionary use, as a passport to English independence.
b. To enhance student’s ability and speed in recognizing words.
Implementation:

a. Adoption of Word Bank Dictionaries in primary 1 and 2.

b. Collecting new words based on thematic and alphabetic approaches.
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Review/Evaluation:
a. Students’ Writing Performances in TSA 2018

As revealed from the satisfactory results of P.3 students’ performances in TSA,
students’ big improvement in writing was largely due to the wider range of vocabulary
items they had collected in their usual practice .

Referring to the results of the writing assessment of P.3 students’ performances in
TSA, it was found that our students gained over 90% in level 2 and 3 (* full mark is
3)in content in 2016 and 2017 consecutively. In respect of language, they gained 80%
and 83% in level 2 and 3 in 2016 and 2017 respectively. The data revealed that their
language skills such as the range of vocabulary were enhanced. Therefore, the
adoption of Word Bank Dictionaries and My Dictionary Notebook was proved to have
empowered our students’ vocabulary skills successfully.

Using a Dictionary Makes Students More Independent of the Teachers

Almost 90% of teachers agreed that students were willing to add words to the
dictionary and showed initiative in using their dictionary (Appendix [). It was
generally observed that students of primary 1 and 2 treated the Word Bank Dictionary
as an important learning tool particularly when they were doing individual writing task.
Having been developing our students’ practice of using a dictionary for years, it does
not only make them more independent of the teachers, it also enhances their autonomy
and confidence before they become successful independent lifelong learners.

1.c My Dictionary Note Book/Note BookP.3 — P.6

Targets:
a. To facilitate lifelong and life-wide learning.
b. A means by which students learn how to begin with target setting and end with

self-evaluating.

Implementation:

a.

Teachers set the themes for vocabulary and added relevant grammar notes into the
book.

Students were asked and encouraged to put down notes and add new words into the
book by themselves.

Students were asked to set the goal for themselves and they were the ones to check
their own progress while using the book.

Review/Evaluation:

Prepare Students for Being Lifelong Learners

From teachers’ observation, most students of primary 3 to 6 made a very good use of
their note books. In the first instance, they showed their initiatives in collecting new
words from the lessons, the Internet and the dictionary. Many of them reflected that
they had acquired the words and reached their goals in the student self-assessment.
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On the other hand, students found the notebook a useful learning resource while doing
class and individual writing tasks. Added to collecting vocabulary, students developed
the practice of taking notes. A fact dawns on them that taking notes is a crucial
practice for being a lifelong learner. Good notes will help students understand what
learning area is important and what the other one is only secondary.

b. Raise the Awareness of Self-Assessment

Since the vocabulary notebook for primary 3 to primary 6 students could allow them to
set their own target and see their progress they made after each theme, it was found that
students’ awareness of self-evaluation was raised. Almost 80% of teachers agreed that
students showed their active participation in adding new words by themselves. The
Dictionary Notebook was a means to help students learn how to set target at the
beginning and self evaluate them in the end (Appendix I). Students felt a sense of
satisfaction whey they hit the target whereas they felt self-motivated when they were
lagging behind the target. Overall, being alert to doing self-reflection, our students
have leaped a big step towards independent learners in the 21% century.

2. Development Reading Skills
2.a Reading to Learn

Targets:

a. A means to help students seek information, develop thinking skills, enrich knowledge,
enhance language proficiency and broaden perspectives.

b. Help promote a “reading to learn” culture through encouraging students to read a wide
range of text types with different subject content.

Implementation:

a. |ELP (Big Books Shared Reading Programme) for Primary 1 & 2.

b. Independent Reading Programme (EERS & On-line Reading Scheme) at all grade
levels, from P.1 to P.6.

Review/ Evaluation:

a. Big Book Shared Reading
As reflected from teachers’ observation, Big Book Shared Reading approach with
stories and songs has successfully motivated P.1 and P.2 students to read books. More
than 90% of teachers agreed that Big Book Shared Reading could equip early readers
with reading strategies and enhance students’ ability to recognize different sounds
(Appendix I).

In fact, it provides a meaningful and rich context which is important for beginning

readers. Furthermore, most pupils can locate information and ideas by means of
prediction and the inference skills are important for pupils’ further reading.

b. Independent Reading Programme

More than 90% of teachers recognized that Independent Reading Program EERS &
On-line Reading Scheme could expose students to different reading text types and
arouse students’ interest in reading English books.

According to the results of on-line reading participating programme, each student read
and listened to 42 articles and attempted about 420 questions that enhanced their
reading comprehension, listening and writing skills. Students were offered a platform
to read a wide range of text types (Appendix I11B).

2.b Learning to Read

Targets:

a. To develop reading skills and strategies in the context of reading real books and
authentic materials.

b. To prepare our students for learning to read on their own, and becoming lifelong
learners.

Implementation:

a. The programme was launched in all P.2 classes by using story books of great
authenticity from overseas countries.

b. It was implemented through the means of supported reading workshops.

c. Each class finished two story books in the year of 2018-109.

Review/Evaluation:

a. Develop Decoding Skills
From the teachers’ observation, primary students could develop the ability of decoding
skills by using context clues. They showed their interest in reading an unfamiliar book
with some difficult new words.

According to the results of teachers’ questionnaire, about 90% of the teachers agreed
that students developed decoding skills and cultivated a good prediction with the
contextual clues. (Appendix II).

b. Develop Skills to Construct Meaning from the Text
Through implementation of the supported reading, it was found that our students were
able to read, talk and think their way purposely through a story. With the help of
teachers’ guidance, students learned and practiced new strategies for making sense of
a story. From teachers’ observation, students were able to develop skills to construct
meaning from the text. Students also showed interest in reading an unfamiliar book
with some difficult words.

c. Develop Vocabulary Skills
Referring to the teachers’ feedback last year, the storybooks used for the Supported

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Reading Programme were not easy for primary two students to read due to the
unfamiliar story characters and difficult vocabulary.

To remedy the above problems, the Net teacher adopted new strategies this year. She
spent three lessons introducing the students to Greece and the meaning of a Greek
Myth prior to reading the story. She then introduced them to the characters in the
books and their personality traits. Flash cards and group games were used to practice
and revise the vocabulary all before starting the reading of the book. The
pronunciation and the names of some of the characters were quite difficult to
pronounce e.g. Prometheus and Hercules. After doing more practice, most of the
students were able to read them aloud. This really helped them to understand the story
more and they were eager to start it. They showed more confidence and interest in
reading the story books as compared to the previous year.

Hence, at the 3rd English Subject Meeting held on 5" June, 2019, all primary 2
English teachers agreed that the enhancement of students’ vocabulary skills succeeded
in arousing students’ reading interests.

In short, reading skills and strategies in the context of reading real books and authentic
materials were developed in P.2 classes. Students were better prepared for learning to
read on their own, becoming a lifelong learner.

3. Development of Writing Skills Through Reqular Writing Practice - Weekly Diary

Targets:

a.
b.

To provide a real purpose and room for free writing.

To stimulate students to write meaningfully and independently in relation to their
personal experience.

To build up confidence in writing English.

Implementation:

a.

Students were asked to develop a habit of diary writing.

To reach the goal of authenticity, an essence of a writing task, students were
encouraged to give a brief account of their daily life accompanied with their feelings.
It was written on every other week.

Review/Evaluation:

a.

Stimulate Students to Write Meaningfully on the Topic of Resilience

Excluding primary 1 students, all students from primary 2 to 6 were required to finish
6 pieces of weekly diary in the both school terms. Among those 6 pieces, at least 2
pieces of them were required to go in line with the learning theme of our school this
year: Resilience. From observing students’ homework, English Panel found that the
topics like “Learn from Difficulties”, “Face Challenges”, “Caring for Oneself”,
“Pursue Goal” and “Good Relationship with Family/Friends”  etc, were introduced

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to their weekly diary. From the general observation of students’ homework in January,
it was revealed that students were able to write meaningful messages in addition to
recounting events or their personal experiences.

Obviously, weekly diary was not only a platform for practicing students’ writing skills,
but it also provided room for them to write meaningfully and independently in relation
to their personal experiences.

Build up Confidence in Writing English by Providing Students with Writing
Guidelines

Having observed students’ homework in January and June, English panel were glad to
see that nearly all of the teachers provided students with appropriate writing guidelines.
It was found that the guidelines were effective in leading them to put their writing in
an organized way and brainstorming them with good ideas to enrich their writing
content. It was especially helpful to those who were weak in English. Most
importantly, those guidelines played an important role in building up their confidence
in writing English as well as minimizing the gap between the more able and the less
able.

Over 80% of teachers agreed that Weekly Diary provided a real purpose and room for
free writing. It stimulated students to write meaningfully and independently in relation
to students’ personal experience. It built up students’ confidence in writing English
(Appendix I).

4. Creating a Language Rich Environment

4.a One Minute English Talk Show

Targets:
a. To enhance our students’ performance in spontaneous language, presentation skills and

b.

reading aloud.
To build up confidence in speaking English.

Implementation:

a.

Using a minute’s time on BTV, our school TV Channel, a student selected from every
class took their turns to do free presentation about their ideas, feelings and special
events.

The activity was conducted with teachers’ comments and guidance so as to give
students appropriate inputs, such as appropriate intonation, stress, speed, gestures,
facial expressions and elaboration.

The topics regarding positive values and attitudes were put into the first priority.

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Review/Evaluation:
a. Students’ Confident Performance at One Minute English Talk Show

Using a minute’s time on BTV, our school TV Channel, a student selected from every
class took turns to do presentation on the topic of positive values, such as
perseverance and caring for others in the both school terms.

To our great delight, they were greatly acclaimed for their confident performance. As
reflected by English subject teachers and non English subject teachers, they could
project their voice clearly and even spoke fluently in front of the camera without
looking at their scripts. In the meantime, their performance immersed positive values
into other fellow students through BTV broadcast.

About 80% of teachers agreed that the talk show helped students improve presenting
information, ideas and feelings clearly and coherently (Appendix I1). According to
teachers’ feedback on students’ performance in both internal and external oral
assessments, students show great confidence in using English to express themselves
in public.

b.  Enhance Students’ Presentation Skills through Peer Assessment

As reflected by some English subject teachers, some of the classes moved further by
letting students assess their peers’ performance at One Minute English Talk Show.
They made the presentation assessment in respect of five major areas; they were
content, voice, intonation, pronunciation and eye-contact. = From teachers’
observation, it was found that the presentation skills of the students who learnt the
criteria for the presentation assessment were much better than those who didn’t do the
peer assessment.

Therefore, English Panel is now planning to add a peer assessment alongside the talk
in 2019-2020. Students will score their schoolmates in classrooms based on the given
checkilist of success criteria.

4.b Net Scheme Programme

Targets:

a. Toenhance P.6 students’ interviewing skills.

b. To enhance pronunciation, spelling and reading skills of pupils throughout P.1, P.2 &
P.3 via a school-based phonics programme.

c. To help promote the use of English throughout the school and motivate students to
speak more English.

Implementation:
a. An interviewing skills lesson per week in the first term was implemented by our NET
for all primary 6 classes.
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b. A mock interview was held by NET for every P.6 student at the end of the first school
term.
c. P.1to P.2 school based phonics curriculum was launched.

Review/Evaluation:

a. Primary 6
The NET launched the interview lessons as well as the secondary school mock
interview for primary 6 students. The focus was made clearer compared to the one in
the previous school year. This year, the focus was put on interview practice rather
than on debate practice. This decision was proved more beneficial for the students
and this year they got a lot more vocal practice. The NET incorporated more group
activities which resulted in more student output.

As reflected by the students who took part in the secondary interviews, it was
generally agreed that the mock interview and the interview workshop were
instrumental in helping them to get better performance. Some of them even found
that the questions at the mock interview were identical to those at the secondary
school, such as a brief introduction of yourself, reasons for the enrolment and your
future aspiration...etc. From teachers’ questionnaire, about 90% of teachers agreed
that the workshop helped students prepare themselves well for the coming interviews
in secondary schools (Appendix I).

A bridging course to teach P.6 students about poetry devices was held on 19th June.
This involved all P.6 students attending a workshop in the activity room during a
double lesson. The NET focused on two main topics; acrostic poems and rhyming
poems. By the end of the workshop the students had written their own acrostic poems
and a representative from each class got to read theirs out. Each student received a
booklet to complete during their lessons, which were further explained by the LETs.
According to the results of teachers’ questionnaire, over 80% of teachers agreed that
the workshop enabled students to show more confidence in coping with secondary
school life (Appendix I).

b. Primary 1
The NET followed a school based phonics curriculum where children had their own
phonics workbook that they filled in every week. A PowerPoint supported the
programme. The PPT had been updated for this year and obviously it had greater
impact on students’ learning.

c. Primary 2
The NET had a phonics based programme in primary two where she used a
PowerPoint to guide the students through some key phonics knowledge and skills.
After the practice and teaching, the students had tasks or activities to complete in

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their own phonics workbook. The NET also continued the Supported Reading
Workshops and they became more successful than the previous years.

From teachers’ feedback, the lessons enabled students to increase their phonemic
awareness. According to the results of Parents’ questionnaire, more than 80% of P.1
and P.2 parents believed that the NET Scheme effectively helped cultivate students’
learning interest. The scheme also efficiently boosted students’ listening and speaking
skills (Appendix 1V).

d. English Day
English Day was held on 26th June as the end-of-term activity in the hope that
students could enjoy learning and use English through playing games. From teachers’
observation, many students including both the more able and less able students were
motivated to speak more English when interacting with English Ambassadors.

5. Enrichment Programme
5.a Cambridge English Course
5.b English Creative Drama Course

Targets:
a.  To enrich gifted learners’ language learning experiences.

Implementation:
a.  Cambridge English Course is to be conducted after school.
b.  English Creative Drama Course is to be conducted after school.

Review/Evaluation:

The above enhancement activities were launched to nurture students’ English talent other
than regular English classes. As reflected by the teachers-in-charge, most students enjoyed
both the activities and showed enthusiasm in learning English.

For Cambridge English Course, students were prepared to take the Cambridge
Examination. At random, about 117 students were asked to finish the questionnaire during
an interview. Almost 90% of the participants find themselves more confident in learning
English. Over 90% of the students agreed that they are now more confident to speak and
read English (Appendix VA). Among 87 Cambridge English Young Learners
Examination candidates, 100% of students were awarded 12 shields or above. On the other
hand, among the 21 students participating in Key English Test and Preliminary English
Test, more than 60% of them passed with distinction and merit (Appendix VB).

For English Creative Drama Course, students were provided on-stage experience with
training. From students’ questionnaire, 100% of the students who participated in the drama
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programme loved learning English through drama (Appendix VI). The encouraging figures
further proved that participants were confident to speak clearly and fluently whilst
performing the drama. In Hong Kong School Drama Festival 2018/19, we were glad that
that our team received Award for Outstanding Cooperation while three students received
Award for Outstanding Performer.

Over 90% of teachers agreed that the enrichment programme could enrich gifted learners’
language learning experiences and create a language-rich environment (Appendix I).

6. Deepening Programmes:

1. Strengthening Values Education to Facilitate Whole-person Development

Targets:

To instill in students’ positive values and attitudes which are of vital importance for
students’ whole-person development. They are perseverance, respect for others,
responsibility, national identity, commitment, integrity, and care for others.

Implementation:

a.

Selected reading texts or viewing materials exemplifying different values of
developing materials with relevant themes in English lessons.

Assigned tasks that require group work or pair work to create opportunities for
collaborative work, which required students’ commitment, responsibility and
perseverance.

Set “Perseverance” and “Care for others” as the themes of BTV One-Minute
English Talk Show.

Set one of the positive values as the topic of the weekly diary every school term.

Immersion into Positive Values through English Programmes and Activities

Students were found to have immersed into the positive values and attitudes through
learning activities and English programmes, such as One-Minute English Talk Show,
English BTV programmes, weekly diary and Singapore Study Tour. They all created an
authentic atmosphere where students were immersed into the values of perseverance,
resilience and caring for others.

Taking City Hunt Activity at Singapore Study Tour as an example, students found it
challenging when they were required to find the way to an unfamiliar place in the
foreign country. From teachers’ observation, it was a valuable opportunity for them
to experience resilience and perseverance in the real life while they were required to
solve the problems independently.

Parent-Child English Writing Competition
In order to instill positive values in students of junior classes, a Parent-Child English

Writing Competition titled ‘Resilience’” was held in October. There were 44 entries
17
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for this competition from primary 1 to 3 classes. 5 awards were selected for each
grade level, including the First Prize, the Second Prize, the Third Prize and the Merit
Prize and the Best Title Prize. Since many of the entries were found absorbing and
inspiring in narrating their true stories of resilience, the winning entries will be
published in the school writing magazine in the hope that they will bring positive
impact on our students. The magazine will be published to all of our students by the
end of the school year.

2. Task-based Learning Activities (TBL)

Targets:

a. To help students achieve the learning objectives and progress towards the learning
targets of the English Language curriculum.

b. To provide students with meaningful contexts where they can learn and use English.

Implementation:

a. Based on the 2 selected modules from each grade level, task-based learning activities
(TBL) were launched in the first school term.

b. Each TBL contained the following major updates of the English curriculum:

Reading to Learn

Learning and Teaching of Text Grammar

Four Language Skills

Catering for the Needs of Learning Diversity

Assessment

e-Learning

Generic Skills

Values Education

c. TBL should engage students in carrying out purposeful activities leading towards a
writing task, the final product.

Review/Evaluation:

a. The reading task provided content and language for students to converse and write
about and in return enhanced their reading and writing skills. It was found that
students showed confidence and better writing skills in their writing task

The e-learning task offered students a chance of self-directed learning at home and
extended their learning experiences on the internet. The pair work or group work
helped students develop the positive values and attitudes as well as generic skills
while doing the task collaboratively. From the teachers’ observation, students could
work well together cooperatively.

From teachers’ observation, learning took place in a meaningful way as students learnt
the target language, text types and vocabulary in context.
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With peer and self assessments, students could reflect and monitor their own progress
of learning, as well as evaluate their performance against the set learning goals.

Review/Evaluation:

a.

As reflected by the teachers-in-charge, those students who practiced “Reading
Puppetry’” regularly during extra-curricular activities class were found keen on doing
a reading puppetry drama. After a short interview with them, most of them liked
speaking in English while using puppets. They said it was an effective way to build
up confidence in using English while interacting with each other.

Since too many schools got enrolled in joining “The Sunday Smile” English Radio
Programme, our school was not given a chance to participate finally. Yet, we got our
students engaged in preparing for the English Radio Drama Competition organized by
Smart Education Ltd. It was hoped that the competition could sustain their interest and
confidence in using English in a fun and engaging manner.

149 students from P.3 to P.5 subscribed Posties English Newspaper and 59 students
from P.5 to P.6 subscribed SCMP and Young Post for the whole year so as to enrich
their English learning. As observed by the subject teachers, these students developed a
habit of reading newspaper every day and some classes also wrote news report to
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share their feelings about what they read. However, it was reflected by some teachers
that SCMP would be more suitable for secondary school students. It will be possible
to look for more suitable English newspaper for primary level students in the coming
school year.

d. Two BTV English Programmes titled ‘Resilience’ were broadcast during the morning
assembly in the first school term. The first one was “The Swallow’s Story” and the
second one was “The Horse’s Story”. By using the true stories of the animal
kingdom, it was hoped that students could learn the meaning of resilience in the
interesting scenarios. From teachers’ observation, students showed their compassion
and understanding to the stories where animals strived to live their lives in times of
difficulty. By transforming the animal world into the human one, we could observe
that students found it easier to grasp the abstract concepts of resilience and
perseverance.

However, the number of video production was restricted due to the shortage of
production time and the limitations of the worn-out BTV facilities after their
prolonged service of more than 10 years. A renovation project on the BTV room will
be carried out in the coming school year. It is hoped that more quality videos could be
produced in the future.
