This year, | upgraded the P6 Interview Skills workshop
during term 1, working with local colleagues and our friends at
the EDB NET Section. We focussed on group interviews and,
with the assistance of other NETs, simulated group interactions
in preparation for the P6 secondary school entry interviews. As
usual, the visiting NETs remarked that the efforts and standard of
English demonstrated by children at Ma Tau Chung is well above
average.
